ED Code Section 60040 : When adopting instructional materials for use in the
schools, governing boards shall



California Law

ED Code Section 51500: A teacher shall not give instruction and a school district shall not 
sponsor any activity that promotes a discriminatory bias on the basis of race or ethnicity, gender, 
religion, disability, nationality, or sexual orientation, or because of a characteristic listed in Section 
220.

ED Code Section 220: No person shall be subjected to discrimination on the basis of 
disability, gender, gender identity, gender expression, nationality, race or ethnicity, religion, sexual 
orientation, or any other characteristic that is contained in the definition of hate crimes set forth in 
Section 422.55 of the Penal Code , including immigration status, in any program or activity conducted 
by an educational institution that receives, or benefits from, state financial assistance, or enrolls 
pupils who receive state student financial aid.

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4. Acknowledging that racism is often compounded by other forms of discrimination, including, but not limited to, the 
protective classes identified by the state and federal government."
